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We had a great HOPE activity last Thursday afternoon with about 35 kids at our Waste Wise Audit. Liz
Blakeway from the Department of Environment and Conservations’ Waste Wise Schools Program came out
and chatted to the kids about the problems with waste. We had all the bins from around the school collected
together so we could work out what kind of waste the school is generating each day and what we can do about
it. The kids had lots of fun tipping the waste out onto a plastic sheet and then sorting it out into different
categories that Liz had described for us. It was pretty fun in a “gross” kind of way and a good thing we had
gloves I must say! We divided the waste into 14 different groups including fruit and veg scraps, whole fruits,
other food scraps, paper, aluminium and so on. It was interesting that most of the waste going into the bins
(which currently go to landfill) was recyclable with a large amount of it being fruit and veg waste and paper.
There were also 18 pieces of whole fruit thrown away! (In yearly terms that’s 3600 pieces of fruit! That’s lots
of resources used to grow and transport fruit going to waste as Liz pointed out to the kids...so ¢’mon kids —
eat them don’t chuck them!) After sorting the waste it all got weighed and Liz has now emailed the results to
us. Next term Mrs Longman’s class is going to put all the data into presentable form for the rest of the school.
The kids talked about ideas for cutting down on waste and some of the great ideas they had included
separating fruit and veg scraps from rubbish to put in a compost bin and/or worm farm; to make sure everyone
uses both sides of the paper before it is recycled and to bring lunch in reusable containers instead of plastic
wrap. So stay tuned for some of these ideas being put into action soon!

We are currently looking for more parent volunteers to help with our recycling to either put the bin out for us
one morning a week or to help with sorting and transporting of recyclables. Please give me a call if you think
you can help.
